Stakeholder Outreach 1: Summary

Overview
Pierce County Parks is developing design concepts for the Pipeline Trail. To gauge stakeholder priorities and solicit feedback, Pierce County Parks hosted a stakeholder workshop on Tuesday, December 17, from 6 to 8 p.m. at the Summit Pierce County Library (5107 112th St E, Tacoma, WA 98446). Materials from the in-person workshop are also available on the project’s website (www.piercecountywa.gov/PipelineTrail).
The workshop included informational boards arranged around the room, and light refreshments. The project team described the proposed improvements and invited feedback from participants. After the presentation, attendees could view the boards, ask questions of the project team, and provide feedback via conversations with staff or write directly on the boards. 
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Participation
The workshop drew 53 attendees. All attendees listened to the presentation and most visited the design boards afterwards.  Many attendees engaged in conversations with the project team and/or provided written comment on the design boards. Four attendees left behind comment cards.

Summary of community feedback
[bookmark: _GoBack]Landowners expressed concern about how the trail would impact access to their properties. Landowners shared about some areas where drainage or the width or steepness of the grade of the right-of-way might be a challenge. Landowners also shared concerns about maintenance and safety once the trail is built.

Stakeholders will be invited to a second meeting on February 6th, 2020.  The first public meeting for the project will be on February 12, 2020.
